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The Landau Network-Centro Volta (LNCV) is planning to organize co-jointly with the DGAO of the Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MOFA), and in collaboration with SIOI, ISGeo and Fondazione Opera Campana dei Caduti, an International Seminar on “Local Conflicts in the World: The Kashmir Conundrum Case – a KSG Proposal”, to be held at the SIOI site in Rome, Italy, the next February 3, 2003. The Seminar is focused on the presentation of the proposal developed by the Kashmir Study Group (KSG) on a possible solution of the long standing Kashmir question. The KSG proposal can be also adopted as a model of other local conflicts in the world, and has some historical comparison like the De Gasperi-Gruber agreement for the Trentino Alto Adige region. 

The KSG consists of 25 members of diplomatic, academic and political backgrounds that have carried on many meetings with the interested parties  and conducted studies in the region. The key idea of the KSG proposal, launched in 1998,  consists roughly in the creation of two Kashmir entities on each side of the Line of Control – each with its own government, constitution and special relationship with India and/or Pakistan and opportunities of interrelations between the two entities. 

The main purpose of this international Seminar is to present the KSG proposal -as well as to analyse the way for implementing it- to the European specialists and Foreign Ministries officials on Asia, and especially on the India-Pakistan-Kashmir question, and to invite all participants to a general and critical discussion, including the presentation of ideas and options other than those posed by the KSG.
